LIBRARY RESEARCH INFORMATION SHEET

Since our Pius X library room is now a classroom, it is imperative that all students possess a library card from his/her area public library for school research purposes.  

Part of our academic strategic plan is aimed at increasing our student’s research writing/research skills. 
Many library resources and databases can be accessed from home through a public library’s website if one’s home computer is equipped with the internet and you have a library card.
Students, you will need a library card from the public library in the school district where you live.  Get yourself a library card.

Check the websites or visit the library for policies to receive a free library card.

Once you get a library card, use it for any school research papers/presentations.  If it does not have what you need, it will request books for you through a program called Access Pennsylvania.  This is a database that will allow you to borrow books from 3,000 school libraries and public libraries in Pennsylvania.  Ask the public librarian for assistance with this.
Access PA has a database called POWER Library (PA Online World of Electronic Resources).
This database allows you to find complete articles from over 2,000 journals, magazines and newspapers.  It also provides photographs, maps, an encyclopedia, etc., etc., etc.

Many public libraries offer Ask Here PA and Reference USA.
Ask Here PA is an interactive connection where you can contact librarians 24/7.  They will provide you with online answers to questions.

Reference USA is an internet-based reference service with online information.

Take advantage of these resources.  Get the best information to help you write well-researched papers.  These databases will also prepare you for college research – so, you will be ahead of the game when you get there!  But FIRST, get a library card…easy to do and free!
